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We record the temperature of our own homes and
various communal spaces in Korail by learning to use
thermo-hygrometers. In this way, we can understand the
intensity of heat in our living spaces and how it varies
from place to place.
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4. DESIGN WORKSHOP
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We create models to visualize the dream design of our homes
and to assess the costs. Where we incorporate various
techniques to make the houses wellHit and airy.
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First, we formed a cooperative group c:f 20 people and
started saving money. Then we identified various problems
in our living environment through mapping.
